   Such diversions are social conversation, with its discussions about various matters, public, private, and domestic; also walks with their views, delightful on account of the various beauties and splendors of palaces and houses, of trees and flowers in gardens, woods, and fields, also of people, birds, and flocks; also plays of various kinds, presenting moral virtues, and turns of fortune from which something of Divine Providence shines out. These and similar things are for the sense of sight. 

   Then, too, there are harmonies of music and of singing, that affect the mind according to their correspondence with affections; and besides these, decorous jokes, which expand the mind. These are for the sense of hearing. 

   Furthermore, there are banquets, feasts, and meals, with the cheerfulness attending them; and in addition, indoor games played with dice, balls, or cards; dancing, too, at weddings and festive gatherings. These and similar things are diversions useful for recreating minds. 

   And in addition to these there are various kinds of manual work exercising the body and diverting the mind from its regular activities. Then there is the reading of books containing opinions on history and philosophy which give delight, and the news in newspapers also.

   With everyone who is in some position or employment these are diversions. They may therefore be termed diversions from such positions or employments; but in point of fact they are diversions from the affections from which each one carries on his employment. There is an affection in every employment, and it bends one’s disposition, [and] keeps the mind intent on working or applying itself. And the mind, if not relaxed, becomes dulled, and its desire loses its keenness, just like salt when it loses its saltiness and is consequently without any savor or stimulus. It is also like a bent bow, which, unless it is unbent, loses the force it derives from its elasticity. Charity 189, 190

NEW LIBRARY POLICY


Every year many lovely and useful books are borrowed and lost from our library. We have extremely limited funds to replace them and some of the books are very expensive or no longer available. We have asked the principal for advice and have come up with a new borrowing policy to help with this problem.

New Policy:


When a book is borrowed, it is due back in two weeks. It can be renewed any number of times by bringing it in and having it re-stamped. Two weeks past the due date, a book not returned or renewed will be considered overdue. Borrowing privileges will be suspended for the borrower until the book is either returned or renewed. If the book is not returned by the end of the year, we will replace it and send the borrower’s family a bill.  There will also be a $5 charge for damage to books beyond normal wear (such as if your baby chews the corner off or it gets left out in the rain or your child adds additional illustrations).


A list of books missing from the past school year was sent to families with overdue books.  These books need to come in by the end of August.  If they do not, then we will have to replace them and send out bills. 

Sometimes a book is returned by the person listed on the borrowing card and then borrowed by someone else who doesn’t sign the card because it isn’t in the book yet. The wrong borrower is listed as overdue and is unjustly harassed by the librarians. Please make sure that you sign the card every time you borrow a book.


This change is not meant to scare borrowers away.  We want as many of you as possible to come and enjoy our wonderful library. Thanks for your help in keeping our books available for everyone.  

Please note: There will be no summer borrowing, as we need to work on putting our books on computer.  Sorry.  See you in September!
